Trinity High School’s group this year is composed of 45 students and 6
adults who will join others from Bishop Ryan and St. Mary’s for this
important pilgrimage to our nation’s capitol to bring awareness and march
for the sanctity of life. The group left early on January 15 and made a stop
in Bismarck to join with the larger group and to celebrate Mass with Bishop
Kagan. Let us pray for them as they make this journey. Catholics believe
that all human beings are born “in the image and likeness of Christ” and
therefore each have innate and invaluable human dignity. Every child
created by God is a tremendous gift from God and each has a God-given
purpose. “Before I formed you in the womb, I knew you,; before you were
born I sanctified you. (Jeremiah 1:5)” It is overwhelming to think that each
day in America alone around 3,500 children are deprived of their right to
life through abortion. St. John Paul II said, “Give us the grace when the
sacredness of life before birth is attacked, to stand up and proclaim that no
one ever has the authority to destroy unborn life.” The theme for the 45th
annual March for Life is: “Love Saves Lives: Life is the Loving,
Empowering and Self-Sacrificial Option.” The organizers of the March
challenge us, “What will you sacrifice to build a culture of life?”” Our young
people attending this year’s March are sacrificing their time and comfort to
raise awareness and march for life. You, too, can take a stand for life by
attending the annual Badlands Right to Life Candlelight Vigil for Life on
Monday, January 22, from 4:30-6:00 pm.
