FROM THE PASTOR… 
 

We have arrived at the beginning of Lent, a time when the faithful are asked 
to “PRAY—FAST—GIVE.”  Lent is basically an act of PRAYER spread out 
over 40 days, calling us to a closer encounter with Christ. We are called to 
increase our prayer and various opportunities are available to assist you; 
Sacrament of Confession, Daily Mass, Tuesday Adoration, and Friday 
Stations of the Cross. Another simple but effective idea — set aside the time 
to arrive 15-20 minutes before Mass to prepare for the Mass and then, after 
Mass, stay a few minutes to offer prayers of praise and gratitude to the Lord, 
specifically for the amazing opportunity to receive Him in the Eucharist. 
 

According to the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, “Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence 
for Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of 
abstinence. The norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. 
When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two 
smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal. The norms 
concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon Catholics from age 14 
onwards.” We FAST as a form of  penance to help us turn away from sin and 
focus on Christ. Not only are Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and meatless 
Fridays a form of fasting, we are also encouraged to commit to a personal 
fast or discipline of our choice. Some choose to “give up” during Lent, i.e., 
caffeine, alcohol, chocolate, complaining, swearing, etc. While others try to 
do something positive during Lent, i.e., pray more, be present, make a 
regular examination of conscience. We do these things because Lent is an 
opportunity to find aspects about yourself that are less than Christ-like or 
take our focus away from Christ, and re-orientate ourselves to Him. We join 
in Christ’s suffering and death by dying to ourselves and our desires. Lent is 
supposed to remind us of our weakness and need for reconciliation with God.  
 

As we explore our weaknesses and join our suffering to Christ during Lent, 
we should be drawn in compassion to those who are in need. ALMSGIVING 
is more than simply adding a few more dollars into the collection basket. 
Lenten almsgiving is about reaching out to others in their need as a way of 
sharing Christ’s love. So, Lent is here. Through prayer, fasting and 
almsgiving, we seek and rely on God’s help in our life — Blessings on your 
Lenten journey! 
 

I would like to take an opportunity to thank you for your response to both the 
African Mission appeal for the Diocese of Bismarck and the Snow Removal 
Collection for St. Wenceslaus. Both have had a good start and if you haven’t 
had time to submit your donations, please feel free to do so when you can.  
 

Lastly, I am excited to announce we are working on a parish APP for your 
mobile devices. This APP will be another way to stay connected with St. 
Wenceslaus Church. We will have information about this project soon!
